Wings Bearing Precious Seed was founded
by Bob Adams in 1977. He was a pastor
in Indiana who got a burden for Scripture
distribution on a mission trip where he
saw the dearth of Scriptures on the foreign
field, first hand. From the beginning, Wings
BPS has been operated by faith and distribution has been
our work. At first, a small piper aircraft was used to haul
Scriptures primarily into Central America. After a decade
of flying, God led Brother Adams to continue the work of
distribution, though without a plane.

For a while, the “warehouse” was
a truck trailer and shipments grew
from boxes to pallets. In 1999, the
first container was shipped with
many more to follow. The truck
trailer soon became inadequate and a
warehouse was used in Tennessee, for several years before
being moved to its current location in Kentucky.

In 2006, Allen Johnson and his family
joined the ministry and in 2022 Wings
BPS celebrated 45 years of ministry. Since
2007, over 130 million scriptures (Bibles,
New Testaments, Scripture portions, and
gospel tracts) have been shipped to all
continents on the globe. Scriptures in over
85 languages have now been shipped without charge to
missionaries in more than 170 countries around the world.

Another aspect of our ministry is our
mission trips. We have taken many
trips to several countries to help
missionaries and national pastors.
Recently, trips have been taken to
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countries in North & South America,
Africa, and Europe. Scriptures were distributed, souls were
saved, and churches were established. God is mightily
blessing our ministry and we ask you to pray for us and
participate with us to get Scriptures all over the world to
independent Baptist missionaries and national pastors that
love His word and are winning souls and planting churches.
